Cuneiform script was created by people carving
and drawing in clay tablets and rock walls. And itis
this technique of sculpting in clay that serves as
inspiration for the Babylon collection. You could
easily call the designs works of art: large clay
tablets are shaped by hand with extreme precision
and then translated into detailed creations that
resemble plasterwork.
